I know you are all wondering about the Mormons too. In my experiences thus far, they have been extremely friendly to me. They are also family people and each family has at least 4-6 kids in it because the Mormons believe that there are different levels of Heaven, and if you raise more Mormon children, then you will go to a higher level of Heaven.  …As far as running goes, I have still been training as much as I can."
