PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Producing electricity is responsible for 27.5% of the United States greenhouse gas emissions. These greenhouse gases
come specifically from burning fossil fuels for power. Reducing Villanova's fossil fuel consumption will significantly reduce
the greenhouse gas emissions from electricity production. Villanova will begin to draw at least 25% of electricity from
renewable energy sources by 2021, and 100% by 2030. This will help reduce energy impact and Scope 2 emissions.

PROJECT UPDATES

The renewable energy contract was signed in the winter of 2019/2020 and provides 50% of Villanova’s purchased
electricity from a hydroelectric source.
