












Villanova University Information

Villanova University, a co-educational Roman Catholic institution, was founded by the Order of Saint Augustine 
in 1842. Villanova provides a comprehensive education rooted in the liberal arts; a shared commitment to the 
Augustinian ideals of truth, unity and love; and a community dedicated to service to others. Undergraduate and 
graduate degree programs are offered through the University’s four colleges: the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences, 
the Villanova School of Business, the College of Engineering and the College of Nursing, as well as the Villanova 
School of Law. The Rev. Peter M. Donohue, O.S.A., became Villanova’s 32nd president in June 2006.

Villanova is located on a 254-acre campus in a suburban community 12 miles west of Philadelphia. The Villanova 
community is made up of 6,425 full-time and 261 part-time undergraduate students; 2,213 graduate and law students; 
653 full-time and 135 part-time faculty; and 1,402 full-time and 85 part-time staff (FTE). 4,400 undergraduates 
reside on campus. (Student and faculty numbers are based on Fall Semester 2008, full-time equivalent data.)
