If a student does not find a program on the list that meets his/her specific needs and objectives for
overseas study, the student may petition to use an unlisted program.

A successful petition will clearly demonstrate the sound academic and cross-cultural quality of the
proposed program and a compelling reason why none of the listed programs meet the student’s
academic needs.

The attached form should be submitted, along with a 3-5 page written statement outlining the
academic merits of the desired location or program.

Please be mindful that additional time may be required for you to compile adequate information
regarding the proposed program and for the OIS to review your petition. If you are interested in
studying through a program provider not currently utilized by VU, begin the petition process for
consideration early to avoid delays and problems.
