All students must complete a minimum of
seventeen (17) volunteer requirements to be
eligible to apply for the PIFP Fellowship.

e Must be an unpaid summer internship

permitted, but you MUST let us know that
you are receiving additional funding!

e Minimum 350 internship hours

o Advances social justice or other causes for the

public good
